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Just over a year ago, you elected six people to search for a ministerial 
candidate who would be just right for our congregation.  The extensive 
ministerial search process is designed by the UUA to find the candidate 
who best meets the needs and hopes of our church.  In the past, we have 
had Interim Ministers, who came to us through a much more limited 
search process.  Deb Cayer, our first full-time minister in over 20 years, 
came to us in 1990 through the UUA’s Extension Ministry Program and 
was recommended by them.  There was no search committee.  So this 
has been the first real ministerial search in more than 40 years. 
 
The Search Committee began by learning about us through the Congre-
gational Survey and Cottage Meetings.  After completing our Congre-
gational Record - a detailed “application” for a minister – we waited to 
see who was interested in us.  And lots of ministers were!   We care-
fully read the Ministerial Records of 22 candidates and decided to ex-
change Information Packets with 8.  After reviewing the packets – and 
listening to a few sermons on the internet – we interviewed 5 by phone.  
Three candidates were invited to come to our area, meet with us several 
times during the weekend, and preach in an area church.  And now we 
recommend one candidate – Jim Robinson, whom we hope you will all 
meet during Candidating Week, April 24 through May 2. 
 
The Search Committee has prepared a full schedule of meetings for 
members, friends, adults and children during Candidating Week.  
Among the activities planned are: 

Friday, April 30: a Family Potluck Supper at 5:30 pm with a forum 
for adults from 7:00 – 8:00, with child care provided;  

Saturday, May 1: an adult social gathering at Lucy Bailey’s home, 
74 Glendale Rd, with child care at the church from 6:45 – 9:00 
pm; and 

Sunday, May 2:  Jim preaches 2nd service, followed by a Special 
Congregational Meeting and coffee/refreshments.  Child care 
will be provided. 

 
The Board of Trustees has called a Special Congregational Meeting im-
mediately following the May 2 service to vote whether to call Jim to be 
our minister.  This is one of the most important decisions we can make 
as a congregation and requires a 50% quorum.

I write this column on the eve of the start of Candidating Week. A full 
week of opportunities lie ahead for congregation and Jim Robinson, candi-
date for Minister, to get to know one another. On the far end of this week 
the congregation will vote on the question of whether to call Rev. Robinson 
as its settled minister.  As you near this important decision, I recall one of 
the first things your previous minister, Deb Cayer said to me about this 
congregation- “Given the right info, this church makes good decisions.”  In 
my time with you I have seen nothing that dissuades me from the same ap-
praisal. 
 
Time and again I realize how important trust is in a church, and in any 
body of people. The church has placed its trust in an elected Search Com-
mittee to work in its behalf for a year and a half. The committee listened to 
the aspirations of the congregation’s members, young and old, for the fu-
ture of UCS. The committee listened to what was spoken, and unspoken, by 
the many ministers who expressed an interest in serving here. All trusted 
that the search process would lead to the best candidate for this church at 
this time. And on May 2, at its congregational meeting, the ultimate trust is 
placed in the members to vote as they see best for the their church. I trust 
you will deliberate wisely and well and that the decision you make will be 
the right one. 
 
Two weeks after the BIG VOTE, comes another occasion of great signifi-
cance- the dedication of the new accessible building. This occasion, many 
years in the making, is an event both solemn and joyous. The building is 
lovely- everyone who enters is taken by its spaciousness and beauty. The 
elevator ensures that no one is left out. After years of planning, fundraising, 
and so much work by so many, the building stands. Its existence speaks 
loudly of the church’s commitment to accessibility. It says aloud, too, that 
this is a church that takes itself seriously; that it intends to have a future of 
consequence-for its members, and for its community near and far.  Once 
again trust played a part, as this church trusted in its members and in its 
leaders to go forward on its ambitious plan. Not for the faint of heart was 
this endeavor.  Let the celebrations commence!
